 Evaluation of the activity goal: 

 

The goal has been achieved. In the brochure we explained the importance of the Inner Gulf 
of Thailand, introduced bird species and bird watching site in Inner Gulf. Brochure provides 
the information of prominent species of bird and species that are found in the area. 
Therefore, the reader would learn about birds in their own area. Furthermore, information 
about where to watch birds in Inner Gulf of Thailand and the importance of Inner Gulf of 
Thailand wetlands are also provided for readers.  
 
Photos in brochure belong to the committee of Bird Conservation Society of Thailand. 
Brochure is design by print designer. 3,000 copies of brochure have been produced and 
have been sent to Sub-District Administration Organizations and school that collaborate in 
the project, former participants and local villagers. 
 
The brochures have been used by local people and students as a manual for bird 
identification and were used during the Nature Visit and Bird Watching Trip in this project.

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 Evaluation of the activity goal: 

 

The goal has been achieved. We 
found that the participants gained 
basic knowledge about the 
importance of the Inner Gulf of 
Thailand. Besides, they recognized 
migratory shorebirds in the Inner 
Gulf of Thailand. BCST will work 
closely with government agencies 
both in local and national level, such 
as cooperate with some Sub-district 
Administrative to setup Information 
Centre (Baan Pak Tha Lay and 
Baan Leam Pak Bia) and work with 
Local conservation group to protect 
bird habitat. There will be a follow-up with participants later on. 

 

The main content of the first workshop is to create understanding about the importance of 
shorebird habitation. Experienced leader of conservation group working on bird habitat 
conservation is invited as a lecturer as well as the committee of BCST who is a bird 
specialist. There is also an exchanging experience session in the workshop. 
 
We need to simplify the theoretical contents to be more suitable with participants. As it is 
one day training program, theoretical contents is in great deal so the contents should be 
adapted to be more suitable for participants. Time schedule should be more considered 
since many participants are engaged in afternoon so the time for training is limited.  

  
 Workshop 2: Bird identification around the Inner Gu lf of Thailand  
  
 Goal of the activity: 

 

1. Teachers, students and other participants can basically identify bird according to their 

species. 

2. Establishing bird watcher network to help following the change of bird habitation.

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 Evaluation of the activity goal: 

 

In the second workshop, it focused on how to differentiate shorebird and waterfowl that are 
inhabit in the area in order to create the awareness of the importance of resident birds. The 
workshop is mainly for the officers and the leading villagers who have already attended in 
the first workshop. At the same time, some participants are university students and 
interested local people. Participants can identify the species of birds in fundamental level. 
 
Feedback was collected from the participants via face-to-face talking after training. They 
really impressed with the instructors and enjoyed with field study. They requested BCST to 
organize more training course. They stated these kind of training never been organized for 
them before. 
  
The time duration, food, accommodation, instructors and contents were suitable. They all 
happy and appreciated with this activity. The instructors also happy to see the very active 
participants.  
 
Birdwatcher network was established in order to monitor the change of bird habitation and 
sharing information among the birdwatchers. The Petchaburi Bird and Nature Conservation 
Group was established in order to promote birdwatching activities and raise awareness on 
nature conservation with public of Petchaburi province. BCST will work closely with local 
bird group on bird and nature conservation activities. The local bird group will play a major 
role dealing with local people and support BCST staff at site level. 

  
2.3 Mobile conservation education unit 
  
 Goal of the activity: 

 

1. To provide knowledge and to create understanding of the importance of Inner Gulf of 

Thailand to teachers and students in the area. 

2. To establish school network for creating cooperation in taking care of bird habitat. 

3. To create understanding for other people of how the Bird Conservation Society of 

Thailand proceeds.

1. Teachers and students know significance species of birds that inhabit in the Inner Gulf 

of Thailand during winter time. 

2. Teachers and students realize that the Inner Gulf of Thailand is very important. 

3. Teachers and students get to know the Bird Conservation Society of Thailand. 

4. Group of people are created to be a part of ones who take a good care of bird habitat.  

 

This activity is focused on a 

communication that leads to 

understanding about the 

importance of wetland, the 

bird habitat. Plus, the 

content of importance of 

bird that has effect on 

ecology and the beauty of 

bird was provided in this 

workshop as well. The 

schools range from small school with 80 students up to school that has approximately 300 

students from kindergarten level to high school. All of 10 chosen schools are situated in the 

target area.  

 

The main lecturer and volunteers are all outsiders who specialize in birds and natural 

resources. At the same time, the staff participates in the activity and also coordinates with 

teachers for the activity. The activity can be divided into 3 parts.  

Part 1, this part is for staff and students to get to know each other. Moreover, the 

information about The Bird Conservation Society of Thailand is provided for students. 

Part 2, this part uses a child-center method of teaching. There are games and other 

activities that will help students realize about the importance of wetlands and bird. 

Part 3, this is the conclusion part of the activity. There is a brainstorming activity for 

students. All students are grouped. Each group is assuaged to draw and paint a picture of 

the inner gulf of Thailand wetlands in their mind and then the students present their work by 

group presentation.  

 
The teachers and students really enjoyed with school visit activity. They requested BCST to 
visit them again. 
 
Four hours operation time is short, We want to extend longer time for the school visit 
activity. We want to give more activities to students e.g. Game for small group and more 
talk with student.

Thailand to teachers and students in the area. 

2. To provide knowledge and create understanding of bird

 Evaluation of the activity goal: 

 

1. Teachers and students know species of birds that inhabit in the school area. 

2. Teachers and students realize that the inner gulf of Thailand is very important. 

3. Teachers and students are created to be a part of ones who take a good care of bird 

habitat.   

 

Participants are students from 

10 schools who have already 

participated in school campaign 

before. There are 30-40 

students from each school. 

Firstly, students review the 

knowledge and information 

about bird. Secondly, the staff 

teach students how to use 

binoculars, how to use guidebook and also teach them about the record feature and the 

prominent point of bird. After that, the students are taught about how birds seek for food

and the area of their food sources. After the students have learned the primary lessons, the 

staff will take them a short tour to salt pond or wetlands nearby where there are plenty of 

migrating birds. 

 
Before the tour, the staff makes a location survey first which is not to far from school. 

Moreover, the location must be in the student living area. The survey is made twice; two 

weeks in advance and a day before the tour activity to ensure the staff that the activity will 

go smoothly. 

 
Coming back from a tour, all students make a summary altogether about the bird species 

found in the area, their prominent feature, how many of species that students have just 

seen for the first time or how many species they have seen but never know the name and 

finally, if some bird are called different from the guidebook. After sharing all of their ideas, 

each student is assigned to draw their one favorite bird.   

 
Process in bird watching trip 

1. Explain how to use binocular and bird guide. 

2. Explain how to bird watching. 

3. Give detail about Important of bird habitat around school. 

4. Bird watching. 

5. Drawing one bird. 

6. Summary 

 
Around 30 bird species were observed including: 
Black-winged stilt,  Rufous-necked Stint , Temminck’s stint , Ruddy 
Turnstone ,Red-wattled Lapwing, Pacific Golden Prover, Kentish Prover, Lesser 
Sand-Prover, Greater Sand-Prover, Black-tailed Godwit, Common Redshank, Common 
Greenshank, Spotted Redshank, Marsh Sandpiper, Wood sandpiper, Curlew Sandpiper, 
Red Knot, Brown-black headed Gull, Caspian Tern, Common tern, Little Grebe, Indian 
Shag, Little Cormorant, Grey Heron, Java Pond-Heron, Great Egret, Intermediate Egret, 
Little Egret, Painted Stork, Asian Openbill. 

 

The activity inspired local school to set up bird and nature information centre. Now 3 
schools and BCST has Resources Information Collection Training around School for 
student and teacher. They want to have bird trip 2-3 times in 1 year and want BCST to 
support training and equipment. 
 
Because we select only student, who have interesting and knowledge and can explain for 
other student to join the trip the number of participant is lower than the expected 400. 
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3. Overall Evaluation of the project 
  
3.1 Achievement of the aim / objective: 

 

The implementation of the project can be classified into levels as follows  

 

Level 1 : Local villagers who participated in workshop 

Local people who attended in workshop are well understood about wetlands, the bird 

habitat. Besides, they are aware of the importance of bird, resident birds and migrating 

ones. In addition, local people who attended in former workshop will be participating in 

other activities arranged by the Bird Conservation Society of Thailand in the future. 

 

Level 2 : Organizations attended in workshop 

Collaboration between BCST and Local Authorities creates the understanding of working 

process of BCST to the communities and also can use the form of process as regulations or 

set as a policy for Local Authorities. For example, Pak Thalea Sub-District Administration 

Organizations has attended the workshop and collaborate in the project for one year; this 

organization has already assigned the Bird Watching Tour into one of their organization 

objective which is to make their area become well-know area for bird watching. Also, the 

organization has provided the area to be operated for Bird Information Center since here is 

where Spoonbill Sandpiper was seen. 

 

Level 3 : Students who joined in the project 

Each year, there are approximately 1000 students joining in the project. Therefore, young 

people are more aware of the importance of their area and the importance of bird. In the 

future, they will play an important role to conserve their area. 

 

Level 4 : Schools that joined in the project 

Schools that participate in the project are all situated in the same area of bird habitat. This 

fact makes school a suitable place for Information Center. For instance, Wat Bang Khud 

School is the school where “Nature Learning Room” has been established for students with 

the support by BCST who provide the school with information. This project finally creates 

the network of schools to help conserving birds. 

 

Overall achievement 

- The collaboration network of local authorities has been created in order to help 

preserving the area. 
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- People share experiences about birds, land conservation and consequences in the 

area.  

- There are 2 Bird Information Centers established in one school and in one sub-district. 

- The number of people who are aware of the importance of Inner Gulf of Thailand 

wetland has been increased. 

 

Achievements for BCST 

- People and local authorities in the communities understand about the Bird 

Conservation Society of Thailand and the working process of BCST in their area. 

- Other donor funding know about operation process of BCST in local area which lead the 

BCST to be sponsored by Thai Government for 3 years and also supported by RSPB.

3.2 Implementation of the project: 

 

Production of awareness materials 

There are not enough brochures for distribution to those who are interested in birds due to 

the limited funding it is estimated that extra 5,000 copies are needed. BCST has planning to 

find more financial support to re-publish brochure and other printing for distribution. 

 

Workshop on Nature Conservation for schools and communities 

There were many events took place the same day as our training day such as Anti Drugs’ 

Day and Soontornpu’ s Memorial Day. Therefore, the number of participants was less than 

expectation (45 participants). As mentioned earlier, the participants were busy with others 

events as well since it was organised by provincial level. So, we need to cross check with 

them clearly to avoid busy schedule. 

 

Nature Visit and Bird Watching Trip 

This activity is held during migration season which there are plenty of birds migrate into 

Thailand. We used area near school because in around has salt pond, fish and shrimp 

pond and mud flat. 

  
3.3 Constrains and problem: �

 

The limitation of budget during the operation period causes the continuity of the whole 
project. 
 
Since there is only one project coordinator, the process of operation might be delayed 
sometimes. 
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3.4 Recommendation: �

 

Brochure is a printing media that easily accessible for local communities and it is also 
required in government sectors. Therefore, brochure should be published more. 
Nevertheless, the publishing depends on the budget sponsored by other sectors. The 
poster will be printed by additional budget from other sources such as Darwin and 
Keidanren.  
 
There were a very good start foster relationship with local school and communities. If there 
is a continuity line of operation, students will understand and be perceive more information. 
Moreover, school can be a real information center in the area. 
 
Being sponsored and supported by AWCF leads BCST to approach target groups and set 
this as a model operation to be sponsored by other organizations. BCST will continue 
implementing activities by using Thai Environmental Fund which we were granted the three 
years funding start from June 2008- May 2011.
